It takes an effort from everybody to make the vibrant, progressive, successful club & enjoyable environment we have.

Community Programs
Atherton Gardens
This year the Cricket Programme at Atherton Gardens again consisted of two parts-

a) The FASTA programme at Atherton Gardens.

b) The introduction of Atherton youngsters to club cricket at the Edinburgh Cricket Club.
a) The Programme at Atherton Gardens 

This was the fourth year of the programme which is run as a part of the FASTA after school sporting activities for mid to late primary school aged children organised by the Yarra Youth Resource Officers at Fitzroy Police in partnership with ECC and Community Cricket at Cricket Victoria/ Cricket Australia. The Programme consisted of 10 sessions held in the third school semester( mid- July  through to  mid- September). Considerable experience has now been built up running the Atherton programme and the programme this year benefitted greatly from that experience.

Cricket was familiar to the majority of youngsters as many had been on the previous programme. Consequently we were able to offer a wider range of cricketing activities in the programme.  Our aim was to provide a programme format with activities/drills that were appealing, gave maximum active involvement for the youngsters and were within their capabilities. That is, they were age specific (younger/less experienced—older/more experienced divisions) but not gender specific. Another important point learnt from past programmes was the need for a low ratio of coaches/assistants to youngsters (ca 1:2or 3) as against ca 1:6 for similarly aged youngsters in a club environment. The programme was organised by Stan White, Jack Viola and Arthur Watkin (ECC), Chris Corrie (Cricket Victoria/Cricket Australia) and Chris Mc Geachan (Yarra Youth Resource Officer, Fitzroy Police) and assisted by present and past ECC senior and junior players (namely July Allen, Paddy Dwyer, Nick White and Murray White MUCC)) and by students from the ACU.
The programme consisted of weekly sessions of one hour to one and half hours run over the winter semester.  Little time was lost through weather. The big plus was that the end of the programme in mid- September corresponded to the commencement of the junior training at Edinburgh Cricket Club (ECC) for the new season. This helped youngsters from Atherton Gardens to transit from FASTA cricket to community cricket within a local club environment if they so desired (see b).
The number of youngsters attending Atherton Gardens FASTA cricket was again set at ca 20 with a maximum of 25; the number which could be spatially and physically supported to give a good programme. Overall, session attendance was high; basically 100% throughout the programme indicating that the programme was again well received. The feedback from the youngsters was positive and confirmed that they had enjoyed their cricket programme.
During the FASTA sessions the youngsters were divided into two groups; a younger and an older. The drills/activities for the former group basically corresponded to MILO in2 Cricket and those for the latter to MILO Have a Game. Sessions started with activities/ drills which involved all and concluded with a group wrap-up to ensure a sense of group cohesion. 
 A further positive feature this past year was the continuation of a high number of girls participating in the programme.  At any one session this past season, there were ca 50% girls or even higher. The presence of female coaches and female assistants, especially from ACU, created a girl friendly environment during the programme. Experience gained over the past 4 years is that their presence has a positive effect on the overall behaviour of the youngsters.
b) The introduction of Atherton youngsters to club cricket at the Edinburgh Cricket Club.
This aspect of the programme, initiated in season 2010/11, is aimed at introducing Atherton youngsters to junior cricket in a club environment and to a wider community environment.  
The number of Atherton youngsters involved in cricket at Edinburgh decreased from 9 to 3. The decrease was largely due to the Club changing affiliation to the Eastern Cricket Association due to HDCA becoming defunct. The change resulted in the junior programme starting at U10 rather than U11 and in changes to both match and training times. Whereas training was previously on a Saturday morning and matches were Wednesday evening; in ECA they swapped about. Previously only a half of the Atherton children who came to Saturday training were able to play on a Wednesday evening. This past season only the Atherton youngsters who were able to train on a Wednesday evening went on to play on a Saturday morning. Our experience is that Atherton parents generally are not free to bring their children up to mid-week training and also the children have other activities, especially cultural activities, during the week more so than on Saturday. The Club will give this problem attention in the coming season. A possibility is for Atherton youngsters to be included the Saturday morning MILO programme for older children and encouraged to progress into U10 or U12 competitive cricket, also held on a Saturday, as the season progresses. Logistically this is an active option as both activities are held within the BSO/Peterson-Alfred Crescent area.
 As in the past, the Atherton youngsters who played team cricket settled into their teams quickly and were accepted by team mates as a part of the team. They were helped with their cricket by team mates and the parents of team mates who transported the boys to and from away games. The boys came to be fully accepted as a part of their team, sharing personal equipment and turns at captaincy.  The Atherton youngsters noticeably developed their cricketing skills over the season. One of the Atherton boys was awarded his team’s Coach’s Award for his improvement in cricketing skills and his commitment to his team over the season.
Finally, parents of the Atherton youngsters were unable to commit greatly to the logistics required to get the youngsters to and from BSO. In the past two seasons the Club arranged for a social worker to do this on Saturdays. This season it relied on parents, but it did not work out. Experience indicates that the Club should consider returning to the social worker option next season.
c) Acknowledgements 

The Edinburgh Cricket Club thanks Cricket Victoria/Cricket Australia, the City of Yarra and Bendigo Bank for support which has enabled the Club to provide a cricket option in the FASTA Programme developed by the Yarra Youth Resource Officers (Chris McGeachan and Tony Brewin) at Fitzroy Police and to link this into the Cub’s junior programme. The Club also thanks all mentioned above who gave their time to support the Atherton Cricket Programme.

Director of Cricket Report

It was another significant year for Edinburgh with our Juniors, Senior Men and Veterans’ teams in new competitions in the ECA and BHDRCA.  Pleasingly year 1 of the new competitions went without any major issues, with the highlights including:
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Both the survey and anecdotal feedback on the on-field and training experiences continued to be very position.
Perhaps unusually given the rest of the club moved into new competitions, our most significant progress this season was in our Senior Women’s group.  With Paul Holden as the new coach and a deliberate new approach, there has been a significant turnaround in this program.  This was reflected in a huge improvement in the Senior Women survey results. 
The captains and coaches will provide more detailed on-field reports elsewhere in the Annual Report.  This report will focus on outlining how we are performing against the challenges we face in delivering our vision of providing cricket for everyone before recognising some key contributors to our cricket program.
Challenges

The table on the next page summarises the challenges identified last year and our performance in addressing them.  Significant progress was made, particularly in terms of our women’s program and integration into the new male/junior competitions.  The other challenges are primarily competing interests between various stakeholders of the club and balancing these will continue to be a challenge.
The key additional challenge that emerged this season was playing numbers and balancing the competing interests of the 4’s, 5s, and one day sides.  Our one day side adds a lot to the club, particularly in character, but having enough players with commitment to play each week has become increasingly challenging.  Whilst we do not want anyone missing games, the club will need to reflect on playing numbers and make a decision for the coming season in terms of how many senior men’s teams we play & whether one of these is a one day team.

At the end of the season, Chris Branigan finished up 5 years as the Senior Men’s coach, with the last 2 also as first grade skipper. As a club we are very appreciative of Chris’ efforts and leadership. Stan also found time to develop and implement the Atherton Gardens cricket for the disadvantaged program that the club is very proud of.  As with Chris, Stan and Sally leave big shoes to fill, but Stan has promised that he will still be around the club inbetween watching Murray and Nick’s turf progress.
After two seasons, our resident Pom Chris Lomas is also finishing up.  Chris has been a great addition to the club – on and off-field – and will be a life-long friend to many at the Burra.  Hopefully we see him don the whites for the Burra again some time. 
I would also like to thank each of the senior skippers, junior team managers and coaches and each of the senior coaches not mentioned elsewhere.  Your roles are not easy and often thankless, but the club is very appreciative of your contribution.  Each of you is vital to the teams you lead and to us as a club that you represent.  
Finally, I would like to thank everyone that represented Edinburgh in some function this year, whether as a supporter, player, coach, parent or otherwise.  The club is a sum total of each of you and I hope that you enjoyed your experience.  If anyone wants to discuss any of the above or has concerns on anything else, please contact me. First XI
During the winter months of 2012 the Edinburgh Cricket Club officially moved to the Eastern Cricket Association (ECA).  The move to the ECA meant that the pre-season was completed with greater amounts of anticipation than previous seasons and the impending challenges of new opponents and new grounds seemed to motivate the squad in readiness for the season.   After a short but solid pre-season, that saw the club welcome back Life Member and former captain Julian Delahunt, a familiar looking 1st XI squad debuted in the MacGibbon Shield, the ‘first’ grade of the ECA’s synthetic competition.  

Whether it was, coincidence or great planning is up for debate, but our first match in the ECA was against former HDCA rivals and bitter local foes Clifton Hill.  Under threatening skies Edinburgh bowled first and made immediate headway taking a wicket in their first over, a sharp catch at second slip.  Edinburgh were on top early having Clifton Hill three wickets down for not many but as the rain came and went and came again Clifton Hill battled well to set a score of 160 on a very slow Brunswick Street Oval.  Julian Delahunt enjoyed his returned to the Burra with five wickets.  With the bat Edinburgh’s opening woes from previous seasons continued with a wicket falling in the first over and a second wicket soon after that.  Despite the early setbacks a collection of disciplined partnerships followed and Edinburgh eventually overhauled the Clifton Hill total with four wickets and five or so overs in hand.  

Round 2 and the Burra were playing against the previous year’s runners up, Booroondara.  This game would give us a good indication of our future competitiveness, despite the absence of 2011/2012 leading run scorer, Stuart Brown.  Upon arrival at the Victoria Rd ground we were greeted with a picturesque setting and a fabulous, if a little small, playing surface.  As it turns out, small playing surfaces would be the norm for the remainder of the year!  A solid team bowling and fielding performance saw Edinburgh well placed at the 37 over mark; however, three overs of explosive hitting by the Booroondara tail saw the addition of 57 runs and 200 set for victory.  With the bat, Edinburgh could never get on top and continually lost wickets at key stages.  Despite this, Booroondara were pushed all the way to the finish line and they eventually defeated Edinburgh by 13 runs.   

It was off to the familiar surrounds of Chelsworth Park to play former HDCA rival East Ivanhoe in our second One Day match of the season.  In the coloured clothing Edinburgh were on top from the outset and East Ivanhoe were quickly bundled out for only 80.  The run chase was slow and clinical with Edinburgh passing the required total with seven wickets and 15 overs in hand.

Round four was another One Day match and another away game, this time against Ashburton Young Cricketers.  Despite the loss of an early wicket, some excellent Edinburgh batting saw 240 set as the total for AYC to chase.  Both Stuart Brown (65) and Brad Shadbolt (43n.o) batted well.  With the ball, Edinburgh were very poor but some tremendous fielding efforts prevented a massive boilover and Edinburgh eventually saluted by 40 runs.  Nathan Hudson took one of the great infield catches, diving full length at point.

The fifth round was the final One Day game and away game in a stretch of four.  The smallest ground in the competition awaited and despite a solid start with the bat, Edinburgh could never get themselves on top, despite 72 from Stuart Brown, eventually setting 188 as the target total for Trinity/Willison.  The fielding effort was a nervous one but fortunately the Burra boys were able to maintain their composure and hold on by three runs.  Both Luke Lambert and Julian Delahunt bowled well.

For our round six match, Edinburgh were back at Brunswick Street Oval and again without Stuart Brown, playing against Deepdene Uniting.  Despite a suspect fielding performance, where no less than six catches were dropped and some of them very easy, Edinburgh were able to bowl out their ‘top four’ foes for just 131.  A methodical batting performance followed and Edinburgh overcame the paltry total with seven wickets in hand.  Chris Lomas and Nathan Hudson both had scores over 30, while Nick Abbott grabbed his first 50+ score of the season, scoring 70n.o.

The reigning premiers, STC South Camberwell, were the next target for the Burra.  BSO was as slow as ever for this clash but we had been informed that ground renovations would take place during the week, we were keen to bowl and bowl first we did.  After a poor opening the Edinburgh bowlers settled and at the conclusion of day 1, STC were 9/120, still needing to face another 11 overs.  After initially being 0/48, this was an excellent fight back.   Despite the ground renovations, the ground was even slower than it had been in the weeks before.   This combined with hamstring injuries to both Chris Branigan and Nick Abbott meant that whatever total STC could set would be more difficult than it seemed.  In the end, 145 was the target.  Throughout the chase Edinburgh struggled to get on top of the STC attack and a terrific spell of bowling after tea saw Edinburgh lose 5/17 in 20 overs.  This left them needing 43 off 16 overs with two wickets in hand.  Excellent batting by Nick Abbott (36) nearly got the Burra over the line but unfortunately it was not meant to be and STC saluted by three runs.

In the final round before Christmas, Edinburgh were back at Frog Hollow to face Trinity/Willison.  Conrad French made his First XI debut and bowled well as Edinburgh defended their first innings total which was highlighted by 88 to Stuart Brown and a 50+ score to Chris Lomas.  With the ball it was the spinners who did the damage, Sam Branigan and Chris Lomas taking seven wickets between them for a very comfortable Edinburgh victory.

For the first round after the Christmas break, Edinburgh were back at BSO and playing their last ‘first match’ against a MacGibbon Shield opponent.  Batting first, the Edinburgh innings started very well with the first wicket not being lost until the score was on 99.  From there the innings builded solidly to a compulsory closure score of 198.  In reply, Wyclif made a steady start against the new ball but their top order was ultimately destroyed by three quick wickets to Stuart Brown.  From there, wickets fell steadily and Wyclif were dismissed for less than 100.

In a quirk of the draw, Round 10 had Edinburgh facing off against Clifton Hill for the second time at BSO.  The players of both side arrived to see the sprinklers on and apparently they had been on for several hours!  This delayed the start of the match and as a consequence the match was reduced to 36 overs a side.  A strong batting performance with several strong contributions from the middle order, saw Edinburgh post the very competitive score of 178.  With ball, Stuart Brown was again the destroyer with three wickets and Bob Neilson bowled well at the close of the innings to grab two scalps and bowl Clifton Hill out for just 97.

Round 11 was without doubt the Brad Shadbolt show!  In a team total of 306, The President played a magnificent innings of 157, dispatching the East Ivanhoe attack to all corners of the ground.  For the most part he was ably supported by Nathan Hudson who made a valuable 51.  When it was their time to bowl the Burra boys were expecting quick wickets but this was not the case.  Instead the East Ivanhoe team dug in and were able to bat their entire overs, though at no stage looking like they would chase down the total.  Sam Branigan was the best of the bowlers with five wickets.

The penultimate round saw Edinburgh take on Burwood Uniting Canterbury for the first time for the season.  This was also the Edinburgh teams final home game of the season so they were keen to put on a big show for the fire twirlers and uni-cycle riders.  Bowling first the Edinburgh team made short work of the top order reducing BUC to 6/71.  A couple of handy partnerships though saw BUC reach a reasonable total of 124.  With 20 overs still to bat the team were confident of making significant in roads into the total before stumps; however, three early wickets put pay to that opportunity and Edinburgh limped to stumps 3/35.  Day two begun much as day one had concluded and at one stage Edinburgh were a perilous 8/79.  Enter Jono Coyne.  Batting with exceptional maturity the big fella combined with Julian Delahunt for a 53 run partnership to get the Burra over the line.

For the final game of the season, Edinburgh made the return journey to play against Wyclif.  Edinburgh lost the toss and took to their bowling duties with relish, taking regular wickets to be in the strong position of having Wyclif 5/79 with the competitions two highest run scorers back in the shed.  Some good late order batting by Wyclif and a competitive total of 201 was set.  Julian Delahunt was the pick of the bowlers with 5/60 from 26 overs.  Before the days end, Edinburgh were able to scrape to 0/12 but unfortunately during the weeks training Jono Coyne was injured, ending not only his innings but also his season.  Thankfully it posed Edinburgh no inconvenience in their run chase and the score was passed one wicket down with Stuart Brown making a brilliant century and Brad Shadbolt again in the runs with 76n.o.   

After 13 rounds and two losses for the season, Edinburgh finished the season in third place, behind the two teams that defeated them, STC South Camberwell and Booroondara.  So it was off to Warner Reserve, Ashburton to face STC South Camberwell in the semi final played across the Labour Day Long Weekend in very, very hot conditions.  Bowling first the Burra were off to a flyer taking two early wickets, from that point on though the momentum of the match changed by way of some excellent batting by STC South Camberwell and some very disappointing fielding from Edinburgh.  In the end STC South Camberwell scored a very impressive 365, effectively batting Edinburgh out of the match.  Come two days later and Edinburgh stumbled early with the bat to be 1/7.  A steady partnership followed but then two quick wickets fell just as Edinburgh were getting on top.  From that point on, despite some excellent batting, Edinburgh were never able to get their noses in front and in the end fell an agonising 20 runs short of the target.  Nick Abbott, Stuart Brown and Chris Lomas all achieved 50 plus scores in the chase.

So another season ended in semi final defeat.  Despite the disappointing end, from my point of view, it was still a very enjoyable season of cricket played together by a great group of friends.  Hopefully, the majority can be back again in 2013/2014 for another crack at the MacGibbon Shield.

Second XI

2012/13 saw the Burra two’s three-peat, claiming their 3rd flag in a row in their first year in the Burt Shield.  It was a very satisfying year coming into a new, strong competition and going undefeated through Christmas and dropping only 2 games on the way to a big premiership win.
Round 1 saw us at North Balwyn against the team relegated from Macgibbon Shield.  Bowling first on a day demonstrating our understanding of heavy rain (being constantly falling heaving rain) was not necessarily shared by our umpire, we ended up bowling with a wet soap and were in trouble when North Balwyn reached 3/213 with plenty of overs up their sleeve, before soon to be brothers in law, Conrad French 2/33 and Chris Horsley-Wyatt (CH) 4/69 combined to peg North Balwyn back to 8/256 when they surprisingly declared.  
Rumour had it the declaration was with an outright in mind, though if this were the case North Balwyn were to be disappointed.  At 2/28 the game was delicately poised, but gun Kiwi recruit Simon Wraight and Will Keating combined to get us first through to stumps and going on with it the next week with a 119 run partnership with Simon making 55 on debut for the club and Will making 53.  A mini-collapse got North Balwyn interested with us 7/188 before Bob Neilson (55 not out) and Conrad French (30 not out) put on an undefeated 73 for the 8th wicket to kick the year off with a win.  Bob’s love of red ink was to become a theme for the season.
With the skipper away for round 2, Bob tossed the coin at BSO as the Burra rolled out its new maroon and yellow one day kit against Manningham.  Bowling first we learnt pretty quickly that the leg side wides were much tighter in the ECA, going for 22 wides as Manningham made 9/128.  Pick of the bowlers was again CH with another 4 wickets (4/18), whilst Pat Malone was very tight with only 6 scored off the bat and 1/11.  In reply, it was a shaky start at 4/22, before Sunny “Boony” Bhasin put on his first master class for the year blasting 63 not out whilst stand in skipper Bob (29 not out) was able support at the other end getting red ink again.
A disappointing effort with the ball saw Knox make 7/144 off their 40 overs in round 3.  CH was the only shining light, again with a bag taking 3/26 to take him to 11 wickets from 3 games to kick off the year, but otherwise the bowling was pretty loose and we again struggled with the tighter wide calls.  145 was a reasonable ask on a big BSO, but the Burra made light work of it in the end with Simon Wraight and Jono Coyne both making 70 not out as the Burra boys notched a 10 wicket win to go to 3 and 0.
Round 4 saw us again at home for another one dayer against Mazenod.  Pleasingly, it was a much improved display with the ball, bowling out Mazenod for 51 off 28 overs.  Conrad was miserly with 2/8 from his 8 overs and Bob only allowed one of the bat in taking 2/4 from 3, but the pick of the bowlers was Nick White with his best spell of the year taking 4/19 from 8.  In reply, Tom Witherden and Jono did their best T20 impersonation chasing the runs down in just over 5 overs.  Tom finished with 27 not out after racing to 17 before he let Jono face a ball.  Jono ended up 19 not out.
Coming in 4 and zip, we got a big scare from Trinity Willison at BSO in round 5.  Again bowling well, we kept Trinity Willison to 8/98 from 40, with Pat Malone at his miserly best with 1/8 off 7, Micky Younger being very dry with 2/10 from 8 and Mark Brown on debut in the 2’s grabbing 1/16 from his 8.   Harry Down’s 1 over 1/7 may seem unremarkable but he  bowled one of the more interesting overs most in attendance had season with no runs from the bat there was  7 wides from his first 9 balls leaving most wondering if the over would ever end before a change to off-spin saw him bowl 3 dot balls and take a wicket.
Trinity’s skipper put on a show with the ball taking 5/18 from his 8 and leaving us 5/16 then 6/32 and 7/39 before cooler heads prevailed, with CH making a mature 31, putting on 49 with skipper Stu before finally getting out leaving us 8/88.  A very nervous Micky Younger came out but he made the 1 not out required, with Stu finishing not out 26 and the undefeated start to the season remained intact.
Back to 2 day cricket for round 6 saw us out to Frog Hollow to take on Deepdene.  Batting first we were 2/30 before Will Keating showing more signs of growing maturity made 32 in a 85 run partnership with Harry Down.  Harry got 50 flat before we lost a few wickets in quick succession to be 7/156.  Tom Witherden then made an impressive 63 putting on 105 for the 8th wicket with Nick White who finished 37 not out as we were all out 280.  With us missing a few bowlers for CH’s bucks, Deepdene started well and were 1/114 then 5/217 on a warm day in their chase, but Micky Younger really stood up taking the first four wickets and finishing with 4/75.  As it got tight towards the end Jack Viola and Bob both grabbed 2 key wickets as the Burra ground down Deepdene, bowling them out for 254.
Round 7 took us to STC which represented a markedly different ground compared to BSO and our previous HDCA experience.  Bowling first with an undermanned line-up, fly-in John Zaccardi got us off to a good start in his only game for the summer grabbing a wicket in the first over, but it was Conrad French at the other end who did most of the damage.  Conrad bowled 26 overs on the trot on a very warm day, grabbing 6/57 as we bowled STC out for 168.  
In reply, we were again 2 for early at 2/30 before Simon Wraight (111) and Sunny Bhasin (120) put on 221 for the 3rd wicket in a ripping display that impressed everyone bar the STC fielders and 1 other.  Marcus Lorkin then made a lighting 58 off about half that many balls as we declared 5/331 to have an outside crack at an outright.  Whilst the outright was not to be with STC finishing 2/116, it was another big win taking the Burra to 7 and zip.
Trinity Willison came back to BSO in round 8 and gave us another scare.  We were restricted to 135 with really only Nathan Hudson down from the ones with 30 and Jack Viola (36 not out) putting up much of a fight as we were kept to 135.  The bowling though was trademark Burra tightness  bowling Trinity out for 101 off 72 overs.  Jack Viola (1/22 from 17) and Micky Younger (2/19 from 18) were only showed up for miserliness by perhaps surprising strike bowler Nathan Hudson who took 3/13 from 13.
Turning post Christmas at 8 and zip, most of the group may have still been on holidays as we got not much right against Boroondara on a small ground in round 9.  In a game where all bowlers on both sides went for 4 or 5 an over plus, Pat Malone was the stand out with the ball taking 2/13 from his 8.  Luke Lambert and Micky Younger both grabbed 3 but were relatively expensive (3/36 and 3/34) whilst the fielding was generally off all day.  Skipper Stu standing in with the gloves grabbed 5 catches but dropped a key one.  Somewhat controversially Micky and Stu also called back a batsmen given out when he did not hit one down the leg side.  All in all, a disappointing effort to let Boroondara make 9/181 from their 40 overs. In response, we were very slow at 2/33 from 17 overs before Bob, on return from honeymooning through Sri Lanka, made a rapid 64 not out in a 118 run partnership with Jack Viola (finished on 66).  At one point we got back to needing a run a ball from the last 7, but wickets slowed us down we fell 1 run short.  Nick White was run out going for a Hail Mary 3rd run to tie the game on the last ball.
Following the disappointing loss, the 2’s headed out to North Balwyn with a point to prove against a top 4 side in round 10.  The point was quickly made with Luke Lambert discovering Voltaren to bowl extremely quickly; taking 2/15 from 6 and putting the opposition on the back foot.  Jack Viola then put on a show taking 4/12 from 7.1 overs, including 2 bats leaving balls only to be bowled.  Pat, Micky Younger and CH each got a wicket whilst going for less than 2 an over to leave North Balwyn all out 49.  In reply, we lost 3 cheaply, but to finish his day Jack made a quick 22 not out to get us back on the winners’ list.
Knox was playing for their season against us in round 11 and it was stand in skipper Jay Garoni who found touch with a neat 77.  After we were 3/45 Jay put on 55 with Boony (20), when we lost 2 quick wickets, Luke Lambert joined Jay and made 42 in a partnership of 85.  A few runs at the end got us to 229, which on BSO was going to be a test. In response the wickets were shared, with Conrad French 2/17 and Micky Younger 2/22 the pick of the bowlers as Knox were rolled for 113.  With a few overs left, Jay asked Knox to bat again and thrown the ball for the first time in the season, Ted Sussex grabbed the only 3 wickets to finish with 3/5.  
Round 12 took the Burra back to Boroondara with the team keen to make amends for their only loss year to date.  Winning the toss and bowling, Luke Lambert was again fiery taking 5/12 which in combination with Micky’s 3/10 left Boroondara all out 57.  In reply Jack and Jay got us past the initial target with 35 and 34 respectively.  Bob found more red ink with 33 not out, but it was Tom’s blistering 39 not out of 20 balls which set up the declaration at 5/159 with an over left on day 1.

Day 2 was painfully slow with Boroondara skip batting 70 overs for 31, but in the end we rolled them again for 182 with 4 overs left in the game.  Wickets were spread with Micky grabbing 2/19 from 16, Jack 2/20 from 10 and Bob 2/35 from 14 the multiple wicket takers.  Left with an unlikely 80 runs required from 4 overs, we decided to have a crack in any case.  Tom made another quick 17 before Boony crashed 25 not out leaving us on 1/44.
With the vagaries of the fixture, we came into the final round with one loss for the year but 8 points short of ladder leading Burwood.  A couple of dropped chances early and Burwood’s opener made 82 and the team got 175.  Bob was the pick of the bowlers with 4/51 and Luke chipped in with another 3 poles (3/32). In response, our batting was abysmal; all out 90 with only Will Keating showing fight with a tough 18 not out.  
As March finally dawned, we hosted Manningham at BSO for the semi-final.  Winning the toss and bowling, Manningham got through Luke’s first spell unscathed, but Jack took a screamer just on drinks to give Mick the first before Mick returned the favour straight after drinks.  Mick bowled 21 tight overs to finish with 3/39, Bob grabbed 2/4 and everyone else got 1 as we kept Manningham to 110.  With 23 overs till stumps, it was a tough time to bat.  Stu got through 16 overs before copping a rough one but Will and Jack got us through to stumps one down.  Resuming day 2, Will (21) and Jack (27) got us through to 56 when Will was dismissed.  Jack followed soon after leaving us 3/65.  Jay (28 not out) and Bob finding red ink again (16 not out) got us through to a 4th straight grand final.
The grand final drew us against Burwood again.  With heavy clouds around, we won the toss and bowled and did not make the mistakes of round 13.  Taking every chance, we were given plenty with Luke Lambert on fire early.  Luke was only hobbled by a groin injury when Burwood was 6/31.  Burwood’s number 8 made a neat 45 to take Burwood to all out 96.  Despite the groin, Luke grabbed another 2 wickets to finish with 5/21 whilst Jack Viola grabbed another two left-handers to finish 2/23.  Rain finished the day early at the change of innings.
In reply, we looked in trouble at 4/20 before Boony joined Bob and they finished the job.  Bob finished the year as he started with red ink (27 not out) and Boony in a mood put on a show, blasting 57 not out as we passed the runs 4 down.  Luke’s 5-for pipped Boony for a thoroughly deserved man of the match.
All in all it was a fantastic year.  Micky was miserly all year taking 24 wickets at 13 and conceding only 2.1 runs an over.  The strike bowling was a story of 2 halves: CH did most of his damage pre-Christmas, finishing with 18 wickets at 13 and Luke Lambert was the destroyer in the new year, taking a wicket every 23 balls to finish with 21 wickets at 9, including his masterful grand final show.    Conrad (18), Jack (17) and Bob (13) all took double figure wickets for the year.
Boony’s grand final heroics was his second not out 50 to win us a game.  He ended up with 350 runs for the year at 39, including his century at STC.  Opening the batting and also making 2 50’s and a 100, was Kiwi recruit Simon Wraight, finishing with 277 at 35.  The averages though would belong to red ink Bob, who was only out 3 times for the season in making 250 runs at 83.  Pleasingly, Jack Viola stood up and made number 3 his own making 215 runs at 27 whilst keeper Tom Witherden would have ended up with more other than only getting 2 hits post Christmas.  Tom played some key knocks, generally quickly, in making 174 runs at 29.
Apart from two hiccups, it was an amazing year where we played some fantastic cricket throughout.  It was highly enjoyable to come into a new comp and put our best foot forward each week against some good sides.  As always, the group that played 2’s through the year are a wonderful team who are a pleasure to play and socialise with each week.

Third XI

Edinburgh’s 2012-2013 cricket season was a platform to establish itself as a competitor in a new league with a host of new clubs, players, venues and rules. The club saw our third graders matched to A-Grade synthetic, commonly known as Shaw Shield, and when reflecting on the season as the Captain, I can say it was a the right grade, and a successful and thoroughly enjoyable season for the 3’s.
The third grade is required to provide the 2’s with upward pressure for spots and reward lower graded players with good performances an opportunity to ascend and show their abilities in higher grades.  A total of 29 players made their way through the ranks with a core group providing some stability, experience and, like last year, all our players contributed to a great attitude and spirit of inclusion, unity, development and most of all fun.
Summarising the season up to break for Xmas and New Year saw  The 3’s with 4 wins (1 of those an outright) and 4 losses. Due to the resurfacing of the Alfred Crescent ground, Yarra Council had erected a high fence around it, intended to keep people and animals off while the grass took root, this gave the venue a cage fight quality, and provided some entertainment and some frustration. The fences were removed after the break for Xmas and New Year. After the festive season we won 2 from 5 games. I believe 2 of those losses could have been victory’s but we let it slip through our fingers. 

Cricket has a fickle heart, and it will turn on you if you are not careful, as we learned this season.
Shaw Shield is competitive, so walkovers, and easy outrights were elusive. The 3rd graders learned from round 1, that unlike Heidelberg District Cricket, these teams in the ECA could bat and had no respect for bowlers who were not on line and length, and their grounds were of a similar size to our Alfred crescent, meaning we lost some of our advantage on the smaller grounds. Their bowling was of similar calibre, so our tactics rarely varied, bat first and defend from an insurmountable position. To do well we had to play good cricket, and concentrate on being good at what we do, after all, it’s a team sport based on individual performance.  
Synopsis of the season

Round 1: In Wycliff, Batting first, Baz Calnon the top score with 42, Todd Delahunt 32, Mark Brown 30 and a few 20’s and teens - total 9/164 on a ground where 200 was par. A promising start for a team that was pretty underdone. Bowling honours went to Mark Brown with his 8-2-3-22 but not being able to defend the total and losing by 4 wickets with 2 overs to spare was a bit of a shock, as we had faith in the bowling and fielding abilities of our team.
Round 2: Debutant Chris Berry Previously of Heidelberg in the HDCA plays his first 3’s game. At home versus Heathmont and batting first, Adam Nichols and Baz Calnon’s sterling opening partnership of 83 - Baz the first player to score a half century (51) for season 2012-13, followed by a 64 run partnership at the 3rd  wicket between Andy Wembridge and Mark Brown, the latter being the second to score over 50 with a quick fire 61. The Tail wagging to an accumulation of 7/235 runs. Bowling was well supported by the fielders holding 8 catches, and a run out. Best bowling WHW 8-2-3-25, Eamon Drew 8-1-2-34 and single wickets to Brown, Berry, Delahunt and Wembridge. 
Round 3: Debutant Peter Daly plays his first game for the 3’s after moving to Carlton from WA.  Consecutive home games, this time against North Balwyn Combined. Batting first, Todd Delahunt got amongst the runs with the new seasons highest score of 64. The middle order supported Todd, and then developed a couple of partnerships to increase the total, but it was Tim Chalke and Chris Berry that steered the team to a defendable score of 8/189 with some fine drives piercing the field, and good running between wickets. The bowling was dominated by one name… Patrick Dwyer. In an exhibition of his true talent, Paddy was devastating, dismissing most of the opposition without assistance, the accuracy of his miserly bowling on the Alfred wicket saw him tear through the opposition team like a cricket predator, notching up kill after kill, with his bestial roar of appeal as Batsmen were rapped on the pads, edging to slips or simply getting clean bowled…to this day it is a delight to remember, and a performance matched by only a few in the whole club. Paddy’s final figures were an outstanding 7-0-6-31. We won by 10 runs.

Round 4:  Debutant: Karl Howard, first game in the 3’s up from 1 day grade and some good 4’s performances. Burwood Uniting Canterbury hosted the 3’s on a picturesque little park in Camberwell. Batting first again, the 3’s really collapsed losing 6/16 before Andy Wembridge steadied the boat with a double figure score, followed by Max Wilson, Tim Chalke, and finally Karl Howard with the highest score of 20. Team total a paltry 9/96. A fired up team bowled and fielded with heart, collecting 8 wickets before the opposition overtook the score. Karl gave a best on ground performance in his debut game with figures of 7-2-4-28 and stood up for the team opening the bowling. We lost by 4 runs.
Round 5: Debutants: Sam Petzke, who moved in from the country to study, Dean Campbell up from the 4th grade after some big scores. Playing against our old foe from HDCA, East Ivanhoe won the toss and elected to have a bat. The openers started in a hurry - Symons 27 – and Simon Jackson 14 until Jacko top edged a hook shot into his cheek and needed local surgery intervention. Moulday scored 23 before being dismissed for the first time this season, and then Somers 18no and Nodin 9no steered us home.

In the last home and away game the Melbourne Super Kings batted well to post the highest opposition score on BSO of 9 for 149. Rath’s stellar season continued as he took 3 for 12 off 5 overs. Singles went to Robinson, Ross, Blackman and Broderick. In reply, the game was in the balance with our 2 for 64 at drinks. However some measured stroke play and excellent running between wickets by McKenna 40 retired and Moulday 44 retired set up Henry 18no and Broderick 4 no to hit the winning runs with 3 overs to go.

We finished on top and had the home ground advantage for the semi-final against East Box Hill on Alfred Cres because the other Vets team was also hosting a semi.  The smaller surrounds of Alfred were conducive to high scoring – Moulday 45 retired, Nodin 42 retired including three sixes, Broderick 41 retired, Somers 40 retired, McKenna 39 and Ross’ quick fire 8 no led us to a rather imposing 4 for 267 off 36 overs – a run rate of 7.4. Tight early bowling and wickets to Blanch, Rath and Robinson with support from Ross had them 3 for 50 at the half way mark. However some big hitting through the lower order improved their run rate, and the last 6 overs yielded 80 runs, which got them to a highly respectable 8 for 206, still 61 runs short.

The grand final was played at BSO in front of many Burra supporters. Surrey Hills with a strong batting line up laid a good foundation of 1 for 63 at drinks. Some hefty swinging got them to 3 for 173 with 4 overs to go, but a good finish in the field restricted them to 6 for 185. Rath’s 3 for 19 was the pick of the bowlers, and Blanch, Broderick and Nodin picked up one wicket each. A couple of early wickets was a setback for our pursuit, but from 2 for 16 we reached 2 for 66 at half-way. Symons 40 retired and Moulday 23 lifted the scoring rate, and Broderick 40 retired and Henry 27 took us to the brink – 51 needed off 54 balls. But the loss of a few wickets slowed the scoring and we were all out for 152.

Congratulations to the trophy winners – Paul Moulday’s 256 runs @ 128 was Bradmanesque, and Tim Rath’s 16 wickets @ 7.9 was the best in the grade for both average and aggregate.

It’s been a close-knit group which has helped link the juniors with the senior side of the club. With a pre-season of watching the Ashes we will be well prepared for 2013-14!!

Junior Coordinator’s Report

The Club’s aim is that the junior players develop their cricketing skills and play their games in an enjoyable and safe environment with the emphasis on inclusion; the Club motto being ‘Cricket is fun’. 
Between the previous season and this, the 2012-13 season, the century old HDCA quietly slipped out of existence. After detailed investigations of adjoining associations and consultation with parents, the recommendation was made to the Club that the Juniors should join the Eastern Cricket Association, ECA. The Seniors reached a similar decision and the Club successfully applied to ECA for membership. Whilst this entailed the Seniors changing their match day travel from north to east, it involved more changes for the Juniors. In spite of the difficulties created, the move to ECA has been positive; it is a well run association providing well organised fixtures and generally had regionally based sub-divisions which minimised travel.

As a consequence of joining ECA, the age groups changed from odd divisions (U11-U17) to U10, 12, 14, 16. The Club fielded two teams in each, an increase from seven teams the previous season. The biggest change was the match day for the two younger age groups moving from mid-week to Saturday morning and which created a clash with senior commitments. No longer could the Club provide all of the required match day coaches from senior ranks. It had to place greater reliance on parental assistance. But it was able to continue providing training coaches who were generally supported by parents. At times the coaching /training system did not go as smoothly as planned. The Club needs to give junior coaching more consideration in the lead up to next season.

Details for each team follow this report and only a short summary will be given here..

The commencement of cricket at U10 in ECA rather than at U11 as in HDCA provided a better fit with our MILO programme, especially as U10 home games were played at Alfred Crescent concurrent with MILO at BSO. The U10 competition was developmental with neither ladder nor finals. The Club had two teams, A and B, in the same regionally based sub-division. The teams were largely built around friendship groups. Season highlights were the two derby games.

The club had a team in each of the U12B and U12C competitions. Both grades concentrated on cricket development rather than competition. A competitive element was present in the form of ladders but there were no finals. The main difference between the two teams was age/ friendship grouping; the younger players being in the C group. After a slow start, the U12C team played strongly during the middle season games but faded a little towards the end of season to finish 6th in a ten team competition. The U12B team had a similar season, playing strongly in the first half of the season only to lose games in the second half to finish in 5th place.

The Under 14 and U16 competitions were fully competitive. The Club had teams in the U14B and C divisions based mainly on age/ friendship groupings. The younger players were in the C team. The C team played well throughout the season but missed out on a place in the finals on percentage. The B team had won the U13 HDCA premiership in season 2011 -12 and finished second on their ladder this season. Unluckily, they lost their semi-final on the very last ball of the match.

The Club followed ECA practice by placing its strongest players in its top U16 team, the U16B team, instead of its normal practice of having age/friendship groupings. After a shaky start to the season, the strong B team went onto make the grand final but were beaten by Clifton Hill.  Unfortunately the C team did not win a game during the season. However to their credit, they remained a very committed team who played positively throughout the season. The Club always needs to consider the consequences of players being “cherrypicked” from one team to strengthen another team at U16 level and provide additional coaching resources to the second team as it did this season. It must ensure that players in the second team have the opportunity to enjoy their cricket.

The Club has continued its policy that there must be a clear pathway through juniors and, as they get older, through to seniors. That is, there is a progressive and planned development of personal and team skills that enable juniors to transit smoothly through each successive junior level and, from there, to senior cricket. Again this did not run as smoothly as planned this season. The Club on the one hand realises that that juniors are the future of the Club but on the other has difficulties in fully implementing the pathway. Edinburgh is a community club that ultimately relies heavily on former junior players for the longer term success of its senior teams.

The club appoints a junior development coach to help juniors, both current and immediate past, gain the technical and mental skills to succeed at senior levels. The position was made more important this season as juniors must enter senior cricket a year earlier because of the move to ECA. An important part of the role of the development coach is to be a mentor, to monitor progress and to liaise with captains re captain/team/junior matters. In spite of there being a financially supported development coach for the past two seasons, there has been little activity re development coaching. 

The Winter Development Program, which enables older juniors and younger senior players to receive specialist coaching at Shaun Browns Cricket Academy, continued. It forms a part of the pathway towards senior and representative cricket. Again this season, the overall program consisted of twenty seven one hour sessions spread over fourteen Saturday afternoons. The number of registered juniors participating in the Winter Program decreased from 21 to 17 reflecting the change from U17 to U16 top age. They mainly came from juniors eligible for this season’s U14 and 16 teams. Of these, 10 went onto play senior cricket this season (down from 17 the previous season) and 7 played representative cricket compared to 9 the previous season. Those playing senior cricket were spread over all grades from seconds to fifths. Three juniors played in the same team as their father or vice versa.

An innovation was a coaching clinic for younger players given by Shaun Brown’s staff at BSO as the season started. It was a marked success and should become a permanent feature. 

In the past, the MILO programme had been a part of the integrated Junior Programme. The Club decided to double MILO numbers last season but was unable to provide additional support leading to the Junior support services becoming overstretched. Consequently the MILO Program became a separately supported entity this season and is reported as such.

This season saw the Club continuing to provide the opportunity for children in our community who have little exposure to cricket to be introduced to the game. This was again done through a City of Yarra Community Grant and support from Bendigo Bank and Cricket Victoria. The support enabled the Club to run again a successful 12-week cricket program over winter for children from the Atherton Gardens high rises as a part of the FASTA activities organised by the Yarra Youth Resource Officers. The aim was to have 20 participants; seldom were there less, more often there were more. The number of girls participating continued to increase over the previous season’s numbers. At most sessions there were an equal number of boys and girls participating, sometimes there were more girls.

A grant from Bendigo Bank enabled three Atherton youngsters to play in our U12 and U14 teams. An unforeseen consequence of moving to ECA and the lowering of the starting age for matches to U10 was the need for parental support at a level few Atherton parents can offer. This is a challenge for next season.

On behalf of the Club, I thank the following:

Chris Gorrie, Cricket Victoria/Cricket Australia ; the Yarra Youth Resource Officers at Fitzroy Police Station, Chris McGeaghan and Tony Brewin; the students from the CU; senior players Jack Viola, Julie Allen, Paddy Dwyer and Murray White, now at MUCC, and Arthur Watkin for their considerable input into the Atherton Garden’s Project.

A big thank you to all of the parents and senior players, listed in individual team reports, for coaching and managing our junior teams during the past season and to those parents who, throughout the season, provided on and off field help as well as player transport to and from training and matches, and sustenance at matches. 

Thank you to Bendigo Bank, our junior sponsor, for their help in promoting grass roots cricket in the North Fitzroy area and to the City of Yarra and Cricket Victoria for their support of the Atherton Gardens Project.

In looking back at the season, thanks are due to the Club’s Director of Cricket, Stuart Whiley, for his constant help behind the scenes and for always being there to help out on- field at the last minute when required. The support that the captains of our senior teams gave to juniors playing senior cricket is much appreciated. Thank you to the Club President, Brad Shadbolt, to all on the Club Executive and Committee and to Club Coach, Chris Branigan for the support given to junior cricket over the past season. Paddy Dwyer and Murray White are thanked for coaching the U10s at training and a special thank you to senior player Chris Lomas for his extensive contribution to training and match day coaching throughout the season. Finally, Mick Symons is thanked for stepping in whilst I was on holidays during the lead into the season and during registration. Mick also provided continual support throughout the season lessening my load. Thanks Mick.

As we stop and reflect on the season of U10 Yellow, it is good to be reminded that it was only in October that this group of 13 boys joined together for their first game of cricket. All but one had never played in a cricket team, and a number had not played any form of cricket. The best way to summarise the season is to describe the notable performances each week. 

Max Daphne started the season off well with an excellent 2/5 against a ruthless Clifton Hill side. He continued this great bowling with 5 wickets for the season, at an economical 3.38 runs per over. Max also had a good season with the bat scoring a total of 31 runs for the season in his own entertaining style.

Round 2 was a notable week being the first win of the team, scoring 84 against Bulleen’s 80. Quinn  Doherty showed some early form with his reliable bowling taking 2/10. For the season he took 3 wickets at 4.18 rpo. 

In the same match Tom Mileto starred taking 1/2 and scored 12 not out. Tom’s left arm bowling was a challenge to play and he ended the season with 6 wickets at an exceptional economy of 2.87 rpo. Tom’s batting high score was 12 not out, and with many undefeated innings his average was a staggering 17. 

Mitchell Gunthorpe took only a few weeks to produce some consistent line and length bowling and in round 5 took 1/1 off 3 overs including 2 maidens.  At the end of the season his bowling economy rate was 4.08 runs per over.

Ewan Grover joined the team in round 3, and showed great improvement throughout the season. He worked very hard at developing his bowling, and was rewarded in round 6 with 1/6, and a total of 3 wickets for the season.

In round 7 Mont Albert B took advantage of their small ground and posted a very hefty total on a narrow pitch that resulted in 91 No Balls between the two teams! The highlight of the game was a superb direct hit run out from Massimo Nodin. As well as great fielding, Massimo has improved his bowling with an economy rate of 3.6 from the last 7 games.

Ethan McKenzie has anchored the batting this season scoring a total of 81 runs at an exceptional  average of 16. His highest score was 15 not out in Round 8 after opening the innings. Ethan values his wicket dearly, having only been dismissed 4 times this year.

In the same Round 8 match, Thomas Proe-Carter hit top form at number 13 with 15 not out. Thomas retired not out in 5 of the last 6 matches, and averaged 13. His unique bowling routine was fast and straight, resulting in 5 wickets at 3.27, and his all-round skills were evident with 3 runouts and 1 catch.

In Round 10 we saw Dashiell Spencer-White unearthed as a fast bowler of the future, taking 2/4. His accurate bowling resulted in 6 wickets for the season and an economy rate of 3.83 rpo. His batting was also solid with a high score of 9 not out, and an average of 9.

In the second game back in 2013, the boys were able to reverse the result of the same game in December against East Doncaster for a memorable win. After taking 7/73 in the field, the team batted exceptionally well for a total of 2/90. Pranav Srivatsan lead the way with a blistering 17 not out to set up the win, followed up with another 13 not out the next week.

In round 12 Luca McGhee led the bowling performance with 1/4 off two overs, with one being a maiden. Luca’s bowling was a great asset to the team, having excellent control to deliver an economy rate of 3.05 rpo.

In the same game Simon Paterson showed how much his bowling had improved taking 1/4. Simon has shown great determination as a cricketer, and is a strong contributor with encouraging on field chat!

The last game of the year in round 14 was a standout performance by Lachlan Gill. He took two great catches, and bowled exceptionally well taking 1/3 including one maiden. Whilst Lachlan played in 9 out of 14 games, he showed his bowling accuracy taking 5 wickets at an economy rate of 4.19.

Overall it has been an enjoyable season watching the boys develop across 14 games. We look forward to them continuing to grow as cricketers in 2013/14. Thanks to all the parents who collectively coached the team.

Introduction

Players

Jack Bradley missed several games due to breaking a toe, but bounced back to have a strong second half – compiling useful contributions with the bat, and a dynamic 3 for 15 in the semi.

Chris Campbell bowled very fast and accurately throughout the season, often bowling his victims with too much pace.  He took 13 wickets over the home and away games plus a vital 3 for 17 in the semi. His batting was strong too, scoring 168 runs, with four scores in the 30s.

Noah Darby bowled with good pace and bounce, claiming 3 wickets for the season. He fielded well, often patrolling the deep, and could regularly return the ball from the boundary to the keeper on the full.

David Fogarty said he would play occasionally, but due to our frequent shortage of players, ended up missing just 2 matches. He batted solidly, especially against East Ivanhoe Saints in a crucial 33 run partnership with Chris Campbell.

Harry Hopkins had a consistent season, making his highest ever score of 29 when opening the batting against Park Orchards, and returned his best ever bowling figures of 3 for 11 against Kew. I think his off spinners may make a more frequent appearance next year.

Lucien John regularly opened the innings and made his highest ever score, 58* (his maiden half century) as part of a 145 run opening partnership with Nick White against Box Hill. Totalling 139 runs, he compiled his highest ever season aggregate.

Gabe Oliver batted with some flair when put up the order against Canterbury, and accumulated his highest ever score of 11. His bowling was testing at times, and he took one wicket against Box Hill.

Will Symons batted well especially in the latter half of the season, and shared a crucial 51 run partnership with Nick White in the semi. He got to double figures on 6 occasions, and narrowly missed a batting award. He showed great skill with his keeping, collecting 6 stumpings off Nick White’s leg spin.

Jack Taylor was steady with the bat making double figures 4 times, and picked up 5 wickets with his left arm pace bowling. Against Mont Albert he bowled one over and took 2 for 0.

Matt Thomas bowled a full length, frequently swinging the ball late. He took 4 wickets for the season including a stand out 2 for 10 in the semi. He batted well gathering 51 runs for once out, including a flurry of boundaries in his 23* down the order against Park Orchards.

Nick Visser again helped us out on a couple of occasions between basketball matches when injuries and travel left us very short of players. He took two sharp catches against Clifton Hill, and made 7 up the order.

Nick White had a stellar season, amassing over 400 runs including four 50s – one a compulsory retirement at 80*. His work with the ball was just as impressive, snaring 18 wickets including his best ever figures of 4 for 8 against East Doncaster. To round off his efforts he made 3 run-outs, throwing down the stumps twice, and one a perfect throw from the deep to the keeper.

Jesse Wilson bowled with great pace, and this season mastered his slower ball. He took 6 wickets including 2 for against both East Ivanhoe and Kew. His 18* in an unbroken partnership of 35 with Matt Thomas almost got us home against Clifton Hill during the season.

Summary

I have really enjoyed coaching the boys this season as they finally reaped some well deserved on field success after several years of developing their cricket acumen. Making the grand final was a great achievement, and it has been a pleasure to watch them continue to develop their cricket skills as many take the steps to play senior cricket.

Finance

Financial Summary

The club’s financial plan focuses on ensuring the sustainability of the club whilst providing sufficient financial support to invest in ongoing cricket coaching and success, the overall Edinburgh experience provided to our members, their families and club supporters and our overall community programs. This season again the club invested heavily in coaching at all levels.
By focusing on the key improvement areas the club has covered this expenditure through: 
· greater cash management and reporting on the bar and merchandise (increase in revenue and importantly profitability), 

· increased event profitability and

· increased membership revenue 

The club achieved a surplus of $3.7K this year, increasing the club’s net asset position to $52K ($51k cash).  Whilst this is a another strong result, it is supported by a significant saving on potential coaching incentives that were not paid  & saving in ball stock used from previous financial purchase.
Disappointingly the club is still owed some 4-5K of debt ranging from sponsorship not paid, to pledged ticket sales at events, membership etc… The Treasurer and President will ensure this is collected over the next few months.
The club is now well-positioned financially and in a position to invest in club facilities in the coming years.  Continued focus on cash management and expenses, as well as providing profitable, value for money services to our members is critical, particularly as we continue to grow as a club.
